In order to truly express how we feel, we need to communicate

When materials engineer Edgar Zanotto gave a talk at a
glass technology conference, he might not have expected
that he would spark a heated debate about the nature
of @) materials. Despite humans having used glass
for around 6000 years, it still seems to defy definition:
glass is rigid and breaks like a crystalline solid, but it
also flows like a liquid. While this movement is too slow
to observe in typical window pane glass, some glasses
flow quickly enough to allow measurements. The
researchers argue that glass should be classed as a
frozen liquid, because its structure is closer to that of
its parent supercooled liquid than to the crystalline
state. Glasses, like liquids, relax and deform under the
action of gravity alone. Solids, on the other hand,

deform only under external pressure.

The Berlin Games are best remembered for Adolf Hitler's
failed attempt to use them to prove his theories of Aryan
racial superiority. As it turned out, the most popular hero
of the Games was the African-American sprinter and long
jumper Jesse Owens, who won four gold medals in the
100m, 200m, 4X100m relay and long jump. The 1936 Games
were the first to be broadcast on television. Twenty-five
television viewing rooms were set up in the Greater Berlin
area, allowing the locals to follow the Games free of
charge. Thirteen-year-old Marjorie Gestring of the US won
the gold medal in springboard diving. She remains the
youngest female gold medallist in the history of the
Summer Olympic Games. Twelve-year-old Inge Sorensen of
Denmark earned a bronze medal in the 200m breaststroke,
making her the youngest medallist ever in an individual
