Despite the uncertainty inherent in predicting the future, now is the time to look
ahead, whether as parents, as teachers, or as policymakers, technologists, or
Digital Natives, and to shape —without doing harm— the regulatory framework for the
emerging digital space in ways that advance the public interest.
