Despite the uncertainty inherent in predicting the future, now is the time to look
ahead, whether as parents, as teachers, or as policymakers, technologists, or
Digital Natives, and to shape - without doing harm - the regulatory framework
for the emerging digital space in ways that advance the public interest. In some
cases, like the surge in online creativity, these trends point to opportunities we
should harness. In others, such as the privacy problem or the cyberbullying
problem, substantial dangers lurk in the digital future that we ought to head off
at the pass. The law is rarely the right answer, but we should not hesitate to use
it when it could do more good than harm. Technology companies can be
encouraged to do the right thing on their own, especially when they know that
future regulation is a possibility if they do not. And it's always important to have
law enforcement as a backstop for the worst cases.
