Why Orkney of all places? How did this scatter of
islands off the northern tip of Scotland come to be
such a technological, cultural, and spiritual
powerhouse?

That way the
reader could unroll one side and roll up the other while
reading. Nevertheless, the constant need to re-roll the
scroll was a major disadvantage to this format, and it
was impossible to jump to various places in the scroll
the way we skip to a particular page of a book.
Moreover, the reader struggled to make notes while
reading since both hands (or weights) were required to
keep the scroll open.
