The carriage by air within the meaning of the preceding paragraph comprises
the period during which the luggage or goods are in charge of the owner,
whether in an aerodrome or on board an aircraft, or, in the case of a landing

inside an aerodrome, in any place whatsoever.

The carrier is liable for damage sustained in the event of the destruction or
loss of, or of damage to, any registered luggage or any goods, if the
occurrence which caused the damage so sustained took place during the
carriage by air.

The carrier is liable for damage sustained in the event of the death or
wounding of a passenger or any other bodily injury suffered by a passenger,
if the accident which caused the damage so sustained took place on board
the aircraft or in the course of any of the operations of embarking or
disembarking.

Nevertheless, in the case that banks take action for the protection of the
goods, whether instructed or not, they assume no liability or responsibility
with regard to the fate and/or conditions of the goods and/or for any acts
