The trla?‘:ku'lg
shark has a worldwide distribution and CharaC‘L'i‘I't_:‘:TlCiiﬂ.\'
migrates with the seasons. During the SUMmer, they feed on
plankton near the surface in more coastal waters. In the
winter months, rather than spending time near the surface,
basking sharks spend more time in deep waters, So they
are very rarely seen during the winter. The basking shark
reproduces slowly. It becomes fertile at the age of four and
a pregnancy lasts for aboul two vears, resulting in not
more than six “baby-sharks” each measuring about 15
