Illegal downloads are a serious concern. P2P file sharing increases the scale of the
problem. Some people consider it a form of theft, but for many, it is a grey area. A
person might never rob a bank, but he or she may download pirated media. Korea
has its fair share of copyright infringement problems. Until recently, copyright laws in
Korea were lax. Further, high-speed internet is widely available. Faster download
speeds are accelerating the problem. As a result, illegal downloads have been
common. There are even online clubs dedicated to illegal file sharing. Their members
pay a low monthly fee.
