Mapping technologies are being used in many new applications, Biological researchers are
exploring the molecular structure of DNA ("mapping the genome"), geophysicists are mapping
the structure of the Earth's core, and oceanographers are mapping the ocean floor, Computer
games have various imaginary 'lands' or levels where rules, hazards, and rewards change.
