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December usually marks the start of humpback whale season
in Hawaii, but experts say the animals have been slow to
return this year. The giant whales are an iconic part of winter
on the islands and a source of income for tour operators. But
officials at the Humpback Whale Marine Sanctuary said
they've been getting reports that the whales have been
difficult to spot so far. “One theory was that something like
this happened as whales increased. It's a product of their
success. With more animals, they're competing against each
other for food resources, and it takes an energy of reserve to
make the long trip back,” said Ed Lyman, a Maui—based
resource protection manager and response coordinator for the
sanctuary.
