Today, I'd like to talk
about vegetables and fruits. Have you thought
about how your refrigerator is never large
enough to store all the fresh vegetables and
fruits? Here's a tip that can help you with that
problem. This is effective and doesn’t require
any room in vyour refrigerator. Besides, it
doesn't consume any electricity. Sand is the
key. If you have a cool basement or other
cool areas in your house, you can store fresh
foods there,

filled with sand. Firm root vegetables

in cardboard or wooden boxes
like
carrots and radishes last longer in the sand.
Ginger and onions also stay fresh in the sand
for up to a month. Just spread out the
vegetables and cover them with sand. Since
the sand regulates humidity, it can keep the
produce from rotting. Firm fruits such as
apples and pears can be stored in sand, too.
There’s one thing to remember, though. Don’t
wash the vegetables or fruits before storing,
because it speeds rotting. So now, all you
need to do is get a bag or two of clean sand
at the market.
