But as
long as no one looks into the box, this fact remains
unknown; it is not yet within the realm of (A)[fact /
knowledge]. Nor do facts become knowledge simply
by being written down. If you write the sentence ‘The
coin has landed heads' on one slip of paper and ‘The
coin has landed tails’ on another, then you will have
written down a fact on one of the slips, but you still
won't have gained knowledge of the outcome of the
coin toss.

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Nine-year-old Ryan Kyote was eating breakfast at
home in Napa, California, when he saw the news: an
Indiana school had taken a 6-year-old's meal when
her lunch account didn't have enough money. Kyote
asked if that could happen to his friends. When his
mom contacted the school district to find out, she
learned that students at schools in their district had,
all told, as much as $25,000 in lunch debt. Although
the district says it never penalized students who
owed, Kyote decided to use his saved allowance to
pay off his grade's debt, about $74—becoming the
face of a movement to end lunch-money debt. When
California Governor Gavin Newsom signed a bill in
October that banned “lunch shaming,” or giving worse
food to students with debt, he thanked Kyote for his
“empathy and his courage” in raising awareness of the

issue. “Heroes,” Kyote points out, “come in all ages.”
