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Nowadays the clock dominates our lives so much that it is hard to
imagine life without it. Before industrialization, most societies used

the sun or the moon to tell the time.

(A) For the growing network of railroads, the fact that there were
no time standards was a disaster. Often, stations just some
miles apart set their clocks at different times. There was a lot of
confusion for travelers.

(B) When mechanical clocks first appeared, they were immediately
popular. It was fashionable to have a clock or a watch. People
invented the expression “of the clock™ or “o’clock” to refer to
this new way to tell the time.

(C) These clocks were decorative, but not always useful. This
was because towns, provinces, and even neighboring villages
had different ways to tell the time.

Millennials are often labeled the poorest, most financially burdened
generation in modern times. Many of them graduated from college
into one of the worst labor markets the United States has ever seen,
with a staggering load of student debt to boot. @ Not surprisingly,
millennials have accumulated less wealth than Generation X did
at a similar stage in life, primarily because fewer of them own
homes. @ But newly available data providing the most detailed
picture to date about what Americans of different generations save
complicates that assessment. Q) Yes, Gen Xers, those born between
1965 and 1980, have a higher net worth. @ And that might put

them in better financial shape than many assume.
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Carbonate sands, which accumulate over thousands of years from
the breakdown of coral and other reef organisms, are the building
material for the frameworks of coral reefs. But these sands are
sensitive to the chemical make-up of seawater. As oceans absorb
carbon dioxide, they acidify—and at a certain point, carbonate
sands simply start to dissolve. The world’s oceans have absorbed
around one-third of human-emitted carbon dioxide. The rate at
which the sands dissolve was strongly related to the acidity of the
overlying seawater, and was ten times more sensitive than coral
growth to ocean acidification. In other words, ocean acidification
will impact the dissolution of coral reef sands more than the growth
of corals. This probably reflects the corals’ ability to modify their
environment and partially adjust to ocean acidification, whereas the

dissolution of sands is a geochemical process that cannot adapt.
