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The Second Amendment of the U.S. Constitution states: “A well-regulated Militia, @ being necessary to the
security of a free State, @ the right of the people to keep and bear Arms, @shall not be infringed.”

When an organism is alive, it takes in carbon dioxide from the air around it. Most of that carbon dioxide is
made of carbon—12, but a tiny portion consists of carbon—14. So the living organism always contains a very
small amount of radioactive carbon, carbon—14. A detector next to the living organism @would record
radiation given off by the carbon—14 in the organism. When the organism dies, it no longer takes in carbon
dioxide. No new carbon—14 is added, and the old carbon—14 slowly decays into nitrogen. The amount of
carbon—14 slowly (A)  as time goes on.
