Road traffic injuries are a growing public health issue,
disproportionately affecting vulnerable groups of road
users, including the poor. ( (1)) More than half the peo-
ple killed in traffic crashes are young adults aged be-
tween 15 and 44 years - often the breadwinners in a
family. ( 2) ) Furthermore, road traffic injuries cost
low-income and middle-income countries between 1%

) In high-income countries, an established set of inter-
ventions have contributed to significant reductions in
the incidence and impact of road traffic injuries. ( (4))
These include the enforcement of legislation to control
speed and alcohol consumption, mandating the use of
seat belts and crash helmets.
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The twentieth century has been labeled the Plastic Age,
and for good reason. In 1909, New York chemist Leo
Baekeland introduced Bakelite, the world’s synthetic

plastic. Bakelite was a durable substance that could be
molded into almost anything; by the 1930’s, manufac-
turers were producing 90,000 tons of it every year.
