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Nest building is mostly instinctive for birds, but to
a certain extent it is also considered a learned
behavior because of among birds, even
among the same species. Researchers have long
observed and recorded birds building nests of
different sizes and shapes (often more elaborate as
they matured), suggesting that there is some
learning involved in building nests. They have also
observed that birds were less inclined to make
mistakes with experience (e.g. dropping nest building
materials). In addition, birds exhibit distinct methods
of collecting building materials depending on their
habitats, because transportation of building materials
can be a restraining factor. So, many birds are often
adapted to wusing materials in their immediate
environment, which also suggests that it could be a

learned behavior.
