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Growing concern about global climate change has motivated
activists to organize not only campaigns against fossil fuel extraction

consumption, but also campaigns to support renewable energy.

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“In Judaism, we’re largely defined by our actions,” says Lisa
Grushcow, the senior rabbi at Temple Emanu-El-Beth Sholom
in Montreal. “You can’t really be an armchair do-gooder.” This
concept relates to the Jewish notion of tikkun olam, which translates
as “to repair the world.” Our job as human beings, she says, “is to
mend what’s been broken. It’s incumbent on us to not only take care
of ourselves and each other but also to build a better world around
us.” This philosophy conceptualizes goodness as something based
in service. Instead of asking “Am I a good person?” you may want
to ask “What good do I do in the world?” Grushcow’s temple puts
these beliefs into action inside and outside their community. For
instance, they sponsored two refugee families from Vietnam to come
to Canada in the 1970s.

Why do workaholics enjoy their jobs so much? Mostly because
working offers some important advantages. ( @ ) It provides
people with paychecks — a way to earn a living. ( @ ) It provides
people with self-confidence; they have a feeling of satisfaction
when they’ve produced a challenging piece of work and are able
to say, “I made that”. ( @ ) Psychologists claim that work also
gives people an identity; they work so that they can get a sense of
self and individualism. ( @ ) In addition, most jobs provide people
with a socially acceptable way to meet others.
