These events perpetuate the use of
aggressive acts and train children how to behave as
adults.

He studied philosophy under
Durkheim’s superv131on at Bordeaux; Durkheim took
endless trouble in guiding his nephew’s studies and
even chose subjects for his own lectures that would
be most useful to Mauss.

also not an absolute term — Napoleon used elections
and referenda to legitimize his hold on power, as do
leaders today in West Africa and Southeast Asia.
