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Lasers are possible because of the way light inter
acts with electrons. Electrons exist at specific ene
rgy levels or states characteristic of that particula
r atom or molecule. The energy levels can be imag
ined as rings or orbits around a nucleus. Electrons
in outer rings are at higher energy levels than tho
se in inner rings. Electrons can be bumped up to hi
gher energy levels by the injection of energy — for
example, by a flash of light. When an electron dro
ps from an outer to an inner level, “excess” energy
is given off as light. The wavelength or color of the
emitted light is precisely related to the amount of
energy released. Depending on the particular lasi
ng material being used, specific wavelengths of li
ght are absorbed (to energize or excite the electr
ons) and specific wavelengths are emitted (when
the electrons fall back to their initial level).

A psychologist presented realistic an
imated scenes of fish and other underwater obje
cts to Japanese and American students and ask
ed them to report what they had seen. American
s and Japanese made about an equal number of
references to the focal fish, but the Japanese ma
de more than 60 percent more references to bac
kground elements, including the water, rocks, bu
bbles, and inert plants and animals. In addition, w
hereas Japanese and American participants ma
de about equal number of references to moveme
nt involving active animals, the Japanese particip
ants made almost twice as many references to r
elationships involving inert, background objects.
Perhaps most tellingly, the very first sentence fro
m the Japanese participants was likely to be one
referring to the environment, whereas the first s
entence from Americans was three times as likel
y to be one referring to the focal fish.
