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Using the Suppima University R Libraries

At present, identification is not required for access to the Reserch
Libraries' collections. Beginning April 15, a card must be
presented when materials are requested. Faculty, staff and
students may use their university identification cards to access
materials. All others may obtain a Suppima library card by
presenting a driver's license or state identification card and paying
a fee to cover the use of materials. Cards can be obtained from
any of the three research libraries and are valid for two years
from the date of issue. A replacement fee of $30 will be assessed
for misplaced cards. To minimize the risk of loss or damage to
material, the libraries' collections do not circulate, and a limit may
be placed on the length of time for which more commonly
requested materials may be used.

Policies Concerning Vacation Time for Employee:

An Employee who has worked for twelve months will be granted
one day of vacation leave per month(12 days per year). After ten
years of service with Carole Incorporated or one of its
subsidiaries, they will earn 2 days per month(24 days per year).
All twelve-month employees shall be permitted to accumulate
vacation for a maximum of 30 days for less than 10 years of
service and 40 days for greater than 10 years of service.
