Waves
are formed as the displaced water mass
attempts to regain its equilibrium. And the

of the resultant tsunami waves
is determined by the quantum of the
deformation of the sea floor. The more the
vertical displacement, the greater will be the
of the waves. As a rule, all

earthquakes do not produce tsunamis.

To generate tsunamis, earthquakes must

occur underneath or near the ocean, be large
and create movements in the sea floor. The
earthquake’s magnitude, depth, fault charac-
teristics and coincident slumping of sediments
or secondary faulting also determine the size
of the tsunamis.

They can be more aptly described as a series
of waves of extremely long wavelength and
long period generated in a body of water by an
impulsive disturbance that displaces the
water. Wind-generated waves usually have
period (time between two successive waves) of
five to twenty seconds and a wavelength
(distance between two successive waves) of
about 100 to 200 meters (300 to 600 ft).
Tsunamis can have a period in the range of ten
minutes to two hours and a wavelength in
excess of 500 km. It is because of their long
wavelengths that tsunamis behave as shallow-

water waves.
