Every vyear, people spend approximately 400
million dollars on detergents to clean, and help
keep their laundry fresh. Most consumers of
detergents are not novices, meaning that they
have tried various brands of detergents and
carefully selected the best product.

However, many customers do not actually compare
what is inside the box of various detergents.
