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The powers given by the state to the police to use force
have always caused concerns. Although improvements
have been made to control corruption, numerous
opportunities exist for deviant and corrupt practices. The
opportunity to acquire power in excess of that which is
legally permitted or to misuse power is always available.
The police subculture is a contributing factor to these
practices, because officers who often act in a corrupt
manner are frequently overlooked, and their behavior
condoned by other members of the subculture. One step
in the right direction, however, is the monitoring and
control of the police and the appropriate use of police
style to enforce laws and to provide services to the
public.
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Variations in population size require some explanation.
Generally speaking, the balance of four processes
determines whether a population size increases, decreases
or remains constant.
